Admission Criteria
St Bede CE (Aided) Primary School is a Voluntary Aided School. The School’s Governing Body is the Admissions’ Authority, although initial application is to the Local Council, and it is the Governing Body who is responsible for making decisions on applications for admissions. This responsibility has been delegated to a sub-committee of four Governors. The standard agreed admission number to the Reception class is 60. 

The Governors will admit all children having a statement of educational need in which the School is named. In the event of oversubscription for the remaining places, they will be allocated by use of the following criteria in the order given: 

1.
Children in public care (Looked after Children)

2. Children, one of whose parents / carers,  have attended the Parish Church of St Bede, Morris Green, at least monthly, for the past twelve months (October 2010 – October 2011)
3. Children, one of whose parents / carers, have attended a C.E. church within the Bolton Metropolitan Borough boundary at least monthly, for the past twelve months (October 2010 – October 2011)
4. Children whose parents / carers have attended any another Christian denomination Church at least monthly for the past twelve months (Churches in national or local membership with Churches Together in Britain and Ireland) (October 2010 – October 2011)
5.
Children who will have a sibling still in attendance at the school at the time of expected admission. Sibling includes step, adopted or fostered children living in the same home and natural brothers or sisters, having the same two parents, living apart. Where twins, triplets etc. or other children born within the same school year might be split when allocations take place, and there are too few places available at the school to accommodate them all, the governors will consult with the Local Authority and the parent to consider whether all the siblings can be offered a place at the same alternative school (which may not be a preference school named on the form) or whether the parents can be offered places at two or more schools with a view to the parent deciding which child will take up which offered place. If this consultation fails to resolve the issue then the Admissions Committee will use random allocation to decide which of the children can be offered a place. 
6. Children having exceptional medical or social needs, together with documented evidence*.
7. Children of other faiths who live within the parish and whose parents desire them to attend this school because of its religious tradition.**
8. Children who attend either Baby Bede Nursery or St Bede Nursery.

9. All other children***

*written professional evidence must be submitted to explain why the child should attend this School rather than any other.

** a letter of support from the faith minister must be submitted

*** Where there are more applicants for the available places within a category, then distance to the child’s normal home front door from the double gates’ entrance to the school, when walking, will be used as the final determining factor, nearer addresses having priority over more distant ones. 

Waiting list 

Where there are more applications than places, the admissions’ criteria will be used. Children who are not admitted will have their name placed on a waiting list.  The names on this waiting list will be in the order resulting from the application of the admissions’ criteria.  Since the date of application cannot be a criterion for the order of names on the waiting list, late applicants for the school will be slotted into the order according to the extent to which they meet the criteria.  Thus it is possible that a child who moves into the area later to have a higher priority than one who has been on the waiting list for some time.  If a place becomes available within the admission number, the child whose name is at the top of the list will be offered a place.  This is not dependent on whether an appeal has been submitted.

This waiting list will operate until the end of the autumn term only.
